AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF DUVALL,
WASHINGTON, ADOPTING A SIXTY-DAY EMERGENCY
MORATORIUM ON THE ACCEPTANCE OF NEW
RESIDENTIAL PLAT APPLICATIONS WITHIN THE CITY
OF DUVALL; PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY;
DECLARING AN EMERGENCY AND ESTABLISHING AN
IMMEDIATE EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the City of Duvall (the “City”) is in the process of updating its Sensitive Areas
Ordinance (SAO), Tree Protection Standards, and associated zoning amendments in accordance
with the City’s recently adopted Comprehensive Plan and Watershed Plan polices, and Washington
State Growth Management Act (GMA) requirements (RCW 36.70A). The SAO is codified within
the Duvall Municipal Code (DMC) as Chapter 14.42, Sensitive Areas; Tree Protection standards
are codified within the DMC as Chapter 14.40. An additional primary purpose of this project is to
better integrate the City’s development standards across DMC Title 14 (Unified Development
Regulations) to better ensure the protection of existing sensitive areas, trees, and forest canopy
within the City through implementation of innovative techniques, incentives, and Watershed Plan
recommendations. All of these updates articulate and implement the community vision of the City
of Duvall 2015 Comprehensive Plan; and

WHEREAS, the Washington State Growth Management Act calls for the coordination
between local, regional and state planning efforts. To advance this coordination, state law requires
the Puget Sound Regional Council (the “PRSC”) to certify that regional plans, countywide
planning policies, and local comprehensive plans within the Central Puget Sound region; and

WHEREAS, the City of Duvall has received Conditional Certification of its
Comprehensive Plan from the PRSC on January 26, 2017; and

WHEREAS, such Conditional Certification is in place until the City of Duvall completes
updates to its Comprehensive Plan to fully address required components of the transportation
element per RCW 36.70A.070(6), which shall be completed on or before December 21, 2017; and

WHEREAS, in order to gain full certification of its Comprehensive Plan from the PSRC,
the City of Duvall must update inventories of existing transportation facilities. Inventories should
include detailed information, including maps of roadways, transit facilities and routes, trails,
sidewalks, bicycle facilities and routes, and other relevant facilities and services; and

WHEREAS, in order to gain full certification of its Comprehensive Plan from the PSRC,
the City of Duvall must update land use assumptions used in estimating future travel demand. The
GMA requires that travel demand forecasts and transportation need assessments be based on land
use assumptions that correspond with the most recently adopted growth targets. These population
and employment assumptions must be consistent throughout the various Comprehensive Plan
elements (RCW 36.70A.070(6)(a)(i)). The King County targets indicate that, when adjusted for



recent growth and a planning period that extends to 2035, Duvall is expected to plan for and
accommaodate approximately 1,000 additional housing units and 750 additional jobs. The adopted
plan assumes growth of approximately 1,200 housing units and 1,800 jobs. The City is in the
process of updating the land use analysis for an updated transportation plan, including future
employment growth that is closer to the adopted targets; and

WHEREAS, in order to gain full certification of its Comprehensive Plan from the PSRC,
the City must include a complete and updated multiyear investment and financing plan for
transportation. The GMA (see RCW 36.70A.070(6)) requires that the transportation element
include a financing plan that addresses, project needs and cost estimates for roadway, pedestrian,
and bicycle improvements identified in the plan for the 20-year planning period. An estimate of
revenue available for transportation over the 20-year planning period. A reassessment strategy to
document steps the city could take to close the gap, if any, between costs and revenues, such as
additional demand management strategies, pursuing new revenues, reducing level-of-service
standards, and land use changes; and

WHEREAS, the aforementioned updates, policies, plans and documents must take priority
over any new residential plat applications to allow sufficient staff time and resources to complete
the required code and policy updates, to ensure the PSRC full compliance deadlines are achieved,
and to help ensure that future growth does not threaten the public health, safety, and welfare; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to RCW 35.63.200, the City Council may adopt a moratorium,
without holding a public hearing on the proposed moratorium, but must hold a public hearing on
the adopted moratorium within at least sixty days of its adoption; and

WHEREAS, a moratorium adopted pursuant to RCW 35.63.200, may be effective for not
longer than six months, but may be effective for up to one year if a work plan is developed for
related studies providing for such a longer period; and

WHEREAS, in order to provide the City with sufficient time and resources to obtain PRSC
Comprehensive Plan Certification, to complete the required Sensitive Areas, Tree Protection Plan
Updates and associated zoning amendments, and to protect the public health, safety and welfare,
the City Council deems it appropriate to impose a moratorium on the acceptance of residential plat
applications for a period of sixty days; and

NOW, THEREFORE, THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF DUVALL,
WASHINGTON, DO ORDAIN AS FOLLOWS:

Section 1. Findings of Fact. The recitals set forth above are hereby adopted as the City
Council’s initial findings of fact in support of the moratorium established by this Ordinance. The
City Council may, in its discretion, adopt additional findings after the public hearing referenced
in Section 4 below.




Section 2. Moratorium Imposed. As authorized by the Growth Management Act, RCW
35A.63.220, a moratorium is hereby enacted on the acceptance of any new residential plat
applications.

Section 3. Vested Rights. The moratorium imposed in Section 2 shall not apply to any
rights that have vested prior to the effected date of this Ordinance.

Section 4. Effective Duration of Moratorium. The moratorium set forth in this
Ordinance shall be in effect for a period of sixty (60) days from the effective date of this
Ordinance and shall automatically expire at the conclusion of that sixty-day period unless
extended at the public hearing, or sooner repealed. If the requirements of RCW 35.63.200 are
met, the moratorium may be extended for up to a total of one-year from the effective date of this
Ordinance.

Section 5. Public Hearing. The City Council will hold a public hearing at the City
Council’s regular meeting beginning at 7:00 p.m. on March 21, 2017, or as soon thereafter as the
business of the City Council shall permit, in order to take public testimony and to consider
adopting further findings of fact, or whether to extend the moratorium for six (6) months
inclusive of the effective date of this Ordinance.

Section 6. Severability. Should any section, paragraph, sentence, clause or phrase of this
Ordinance, or its application to any person or circumstance, be declared unconstitutional or
otherwise invalid for any reason, or should any portion of this Ordinance be pre-empted by state
or federal law or regulation, such decision or pre-emption shall not affect the validity of the
remaining portions of this Ordinance or its application to other persons or circumstances.

Section 7. Effective Date. This Ordinance, as a public emergency ordinance necessary
for the protection of the public health, public safety, public property, and public peace, shall take
effect and be in full force immediately upon its adoption. Pursuant to Matson v. Clark County
Board of Commissioners, 79 Wn. App. 641, 904 P.2d 317 (1995), non-exhaustive underlying
facts necessary to support this emergency declaration are included in the “WHEREAS” clauses,
above, all of which are adopted by reference as findings of fact as if fully set forth herein.

[ am informed that the City Council adopted an emergency 60 day moratorium on plat applications
on February 21, 2017 and that a hearing is to take place on March 21, 2017 to discuss this
moratorium and whether it will be extended beyond the 60 days.

My company is a landowner in Duvall, as we purchased property on NE 145" Street which is zoned
R-12 and Commercial. We bought the property with the intent to immediately develop it according
to the zoning, and have had numerous meetings with the City to discuss this development, including
two “pre-application” meetings. This moratorium is harmful to us and we are requesting that you
do not extend it. If extended, it will cause increased financial hardship on us therefore we are
against it.
