GENERAL NOTES FOR TEMPORARY EROSION AND SEDIMENT
CONTROL (TESC)

1. Thetemporary erosion and sedimentation facilities shown on the approved pthatl be
constructed and implemented prior to any extensive grading or land clearing in accordance
with the approved plansThese facilities must be satisfactorily maintained uniié
construction and landscaping is completed and the potential for oresibsion has passed.

The TESC plans are to be considered a dynamic minimum guideline and as such will most
likely have to be continuallgvaluated and/or modified depending on siteralitions

2. The implementation of thes@ESC plans and the construction, mianance, replacement,
and upgrading of thes®ESC facilities is the responsibility of the applicant/contractor until all
construction is approved.

3. The boundaries of the clearingniits shown on this plan shall be clearly flagged in the field
prior to congruction. During the construction period, no disturbance beyond the flagged
clearing limits shall be permitted.The flagging shall be maintained by the
applicant/contractor for theduration of construction.

4. TheTESC facilities shown on this plan must bastaicted in conjunction with all clearing
and grading activities, and in such a manner amgure that sediment laden water does not
enter the drainage system or violate applitalwvater standards.

5. TheTESC facilities shown on this plan are the mininmaguirements for anticipated site
conditions.During the construction period, thesBEESC facilities shalbntinually evaluated
and/or modified depending on site and weather conalits (e.g. additional sumps, relocation
of ditches and silt fences, etc.).

6. The TESC facilities shall be inspected daily by the applicant/contractor and maintained as
necessary to ensure their continued functioning.
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7. TheTESC facilities on inactive sites $le inspected and maintained a minimum of once a
month or within the 48 hars following a storm event.

8. During the time period oMay 1 throughSeptember30: All area stripped of vegetatiothat
are to be left unworkedfor more tharl5 daysshall be immeditely stabilized with the
approvedTESC methods (e.g., seeding, mulchingtjmg erosion blankets, etc.Phasing the
vegetation stripping in order to minimize the effort covering the area is the best management
practice of all.

9. During the time period oMay 1 throughSeptember30: Any area needinJESC measusg
not requiring mmediate attention, shall be addressed within fifteen (15) days.

10. During the time period of October 1 throudtpril 3Q all project disturbed areas greattran
5,000 square feet that are to be left unworked for more than 12 hours shall be covered by
one ofthe following cover measuresulch, sodding, plastic covering or juteatting.

11.At no time shall more than one foot of sediment be allowed to accumulateinva catch
basin.All catch basins and conveyance lines shall be cleaned prior to pdviagcleaing
operation shall not flush sedimetéden water into the downstream system.

12. Stabilized construction entrances and wash pads shall be installed atebening of
construction and maintained for the duration of the projeétdditional measurs may be
required toensurethat all paved areas are kept clean for the duration of the proj&R€CW
46.61.655).

13.Any permanent retention/detention facility used as temporary settling basin shall be
modified with the necessary erosion control measures and shallige adequate storage
capacity.If the permanent facility is to function ultimately as an infiltration or dispersion
system, the facility shatiot be usal as a temporary settling basin.

14. Infiltration facilities shall not be used for temporary erosion aedimentation control

15.Where seeding for temporary erosion control is required, fast germinating grasses shall be
applied at an appropriate rate (see Hyeseeding specifications).

16.Where straw mulch for temporary erosion control is required, it shall belieghpat a
minimum thickness of two incheer sufficient thickness to completely cover the saill,
whichever is greater

17.Where disturbed areas have slopes greater than 15% jute matting shall be used to cover
and protect the earth surface.

GENERAL NOTES FOR HYDROSEEDING

1. Construction Acceptanc&Vill be subject to a welkstablished ground cover that fulfills the
requirement of the approved construction plaasd the 2013 City of Duvall Development
Design Standards.
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2. All disturbed areas such as detention fiieis, roadway backslopes, etc., shall be seeded with
a perennial ground cover grass to minimize erosi@nass seeding will be done using an
approved hydoseeder or as otherwise approved by the City of Duvall.

3. Preparation of Surfacéll areas to be seeastl shall be cultivated to the satisfaction of the
City InspectorThis may be accomplished Hisking raking, harrowing, or other acceptable
means.

4. Immediately following finish grading, permanent vegetation (consisting of rapid and
persistent vegetation rad legumes) will be applieddydroseed requiredSee Specifications
below:

Application Rate: 150 pounds per acre
Mix Consistency: 10% Highland Colonial Bent
50% Perennial Rye
40% Pennlawn Red Fescue
Mulch: 2,000 punds per acre

6. All hydroseeding firms shall have aimpout of the application rate for each job readily
available for inspection by the Public Works Department.

7. The City of Duvall Public Works Department shall be notified of potential hydroseeding prior
to any applicatiorto ensure compliance of these spfcations.
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
